
Longtime Farmer Edwin F. Hahn, 82 
 
Edwin F. Hahn, 82, a longtime DuPage County farmer, died Tuesday in DuPage 
Convalescent Center in Wheaton.  Mr. Hahn was born on his family’s farm in 
Cloverdale, a rural community absorbed by Bartlett.  “He raised dairy cows, beef, hogs, 
and grew grains”, said his granddaughter, Kelly Lynn Moore.  A farmer throughout his 
life, Mr. Hahn farmed 1,000 acres that eventually became the Mallard Lake Landfill.  He 
last farmed in 1987.  Mr. Hahn was a member of the DuPage County Farm Bureau, a 
board member of the DuPage County Fairgrounds and a member of Wayne Township 
Senior Citizens and the Knights of Columbus.  He also was an avid snowmobiler.  Other 
survivors include his wife, Hildegarde, a daughter, Peggy Ann; a son, Nicholas; a sister, 
Marie Kylander; and two grandchildren, Hannah Rose Gunnell and Cody Wright 
Gunnell.  Visitation will be from 30 to 9 pm Thursday in Williams-Kampp Funeral 
Home, 430 E. Roosevelt Rd., Wheaton.  Services will be at 9 am Friday in the funeral 
home followed by a mass at 10 am in Resurrection Catholic Church 30 W. 350 Army 
Trail Rd., Wayne. 
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
