To Hold Wiesneth Funeral Saturday

Cloverdale — Funeral services will be held at 9:30 am Saturday at St. Isidore’s Catholic Church
for George Wiesneth 82, who died at his home Tuesday. The Rev. John Ott will officiate.

Barbara Randecker of Bloomingdale. Two sons, Michael and Paul, died in 1925 and 1935
respectively.
